Craftsman’s Blend is a marriage of Zinfandel, Sangiovese and Petite
Sirah that offers new world flair balanced with old world style.

The Zinfandel and Petite Sirah hail from Mounts Vineyard in the
lower half of Dry Creek Valley. The best Italian Sangiovese grows
on steep Chianti hillsides and our Sangiovese vineyard below the
Rockpile Ridge in Dry Creek is reminiscent of those.

Zinfandel and Petite Sirah give this wine structure and body while
the Sangiovese provides lift and brightness. Smooth and round on
the palate with a perfect integration of red and blue fruit flavors
